 The First Reading – Ezekiel 37:1-14 

The hand of the Lord came upon me, and he brought me out by the spirit of the Lord and set me down in 

the middle of a valley; it was full of bones. He led me all around them; there were very many lying in the 

valley, and they were very dry. He said to me, “Mortal, can these bones live?” I answered, “O Lord God, 

you know.” Then he said to me, “Prophesy to these bones, and say to them: O dry bones, hear the word of 

the Lord. Thus says the Lord God to these bones: I will cause breath to enter you, and you shall live. I will 

lay sinews on you, and will cause flesh to come upon you, and cover you with skin, and put breath in you, 

and you shall live; and you shall know that I am the Lord.” 
 

So I prophesied as I had been commanded; and as I prophesied, suddenly there was a noise, a rattling, and 

the bones came together, bone to its bone. I looked, and there were sinews on them, and flesh had come 

upon them, and skin had covered them; but there was no breath in them.

They say, ‘Our bones are dried up, 

and our hope is lost; we are cut off completely.’ Therefore prophesy, and say to them, Thus says the Lord 

God: I am going to open your graves, and bring you up from your graves, O my people; and I will bring 

you back to the land of Israel. And you shall know that I am the Lord, when I open your graves, and bring 

you up from your graves, O my people. I will put my spirit within you, and you shall live, and I will place 

you on your own soil; then you shall know that I, the Lord, have spoken and will act,” says the Lord.

The New Testament 

The Second Reading – Acts 2:1-21 
 

When the day of Pentecost had come, the disciples were all together in one place. And suddenly from 

heaven there came a sound like the rush of a violent wind, and it filled the entire house where they were 

sitting. Divided tongues, as of fire, appeared among them, and a tongue rested on each of them. All of them 

were filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak in other languages, as the Spirit gave them ability. 
 

Now there were devout Jews from every nation under heaven living in Jerusalem. And at this sound the 

crowd gathered and was bewildered, because each one heard them speaking in the native language of each. 

Amazed and astonished, they asked, "Are not all these who are speaking Galileans? And how is it that we 

hear, each of us, in our own native language? Parthians, Medes, Elamites, and residents of Mesopotamia, 

Judea and Cappadocia, Pontus and Asia, Phrygia and Pamphylia, Egypt and the parts of Libya belonging to 

Cyrene, and visitors from Rome, both Jews and proselytes, Cretans and Arabs-- in our own languages we 

hear them speaking about God's deeds of power." All were amazed and perplexed, saying to one another, 

"What does this mean?" But others sneered and said, "They are filled with new wine." 
 

But Peter, standing with the eleven, raised his voice and addressed them, "Men of Judea and all who live in 

Jerusalem, let this be known to you, and listen to what I say. Indeed, these are not drunk, as you suppose, 

for it is only nine o'clock in the morning. No, this is what was spoken through the prophet Joel: 
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`In the last days it will be, God declares, 
 

that I will pour out my Spirit upon all flesh, 

and your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, 
 

and your young men shall see visions, 

and your old men shall dream dreams. 
 

Even upon my slaves, both men and women, 

in those days I will pour out my Spirit; 

and they shall prophesy. 
 

And I will show portents in the heaven above 

and signs on the earth below, 

blood, and fire, and smoky mist. 
 

The sun shall be turned to darkness 

and the moon to blood, 

before the coming of the Lord's great and glorious day.

“I did not say these things to you from the beginning, because I was with you. But now I am going to him who 

sent me; yet none of you asks me, ‘Where are you going?’ But because I have said these things to you, sorrow 

has filled your hearts. Nevertheless I tell you the truth: it is to your advantage that I go away, for if I do not go 

away, the Advocate will not come to you; but if I go, I will send him to you. And when he comes, he will prove 

the world wrong about sin and righteousness and judgment: about sin, because they do not believe in me; about 

righteousness, because I am going to the Father and you will see me no longer; about judgment, because the 

ruler of this world has been condemned. 
 

“I still have many things to say to you, but you cannot bear them now. When the Spirit of truth comes, he will 

guide you into all the truth; for he will not speak on his own, but will speak whatever he hears, and he will 

declare to you the things that are to come. He will glorify me, because he will take what is mine and declare it 

to you. All that the Father has is mine. For this reason I said that he will take what is mine and declare it to you.

The Great Thanksgiving | Rite I Alternative Eucharistic Prayer                              BCP 340 
 

The people remain standing. The Celebrant faces them and says 

Celebrant: The Lord be with you. 

People:     And with thy spirit. 

Celebrant: Lift up your hearts. 

People:     We lift them up unto the Lord. 

Celebrant: Let us give thanks unto our Lord God. 

People:     It is meet and right so to do. 
 

Then, facing the Holy Table, the Celebrant proceeds 

It is very meet, right, and our bounden duty, that we should at all times, and in all places, give thanks unto thee, 
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O Lord, holy Father, almighty, everlasting God. 
 

Through Jesus Christ our Lord; according to whose true promise the Holy Ghost came down from heaven, 

lighting upon the disciples, to teach them and to lead them into all truth; uniting peoples of many tongues in the 

confession of one faith, and giving to thy Church the power to serve thee as a royal priesthood, and to preach 

the Gospel to all nations. 
 

Therefore with Angels and Archangels, and with all the company of heaven, we laud and magnify thy glorious 

Name; evermore praising thee, and saying, 
 

Sanctus (Spoken) 
 

Holy, holy, holy, Lord God of Hosts: 

Heaven and earth are full of thy glory. 

Glory be to thee, O Lord Most High. 

Blessed is he that cometh in the name of the Lord. 

Hosanna in the highest. 
 

The people stand or kneel as able. Then the Celebrant continues 

All glory be to thee, O Lord our God, for that thou didst create heaven and earth, and didst make us in thine own 

image; and, of thy tender mercy, didst give thine only Son Jesus Christ to take our nature upon him, and to 

suffer death upon the cross for our redemption. He made there a full and perfect sacrifice for the whole world; 

and did institute, and in his holy Gospel command us to continue, a perpetual memory of that his precious death 

and sacrifice, until his coming again. 
 

For in the night in which he was betrayed, he took bread; and when he had given thanks to thee, he broke it, and 

gave it to his disciples, saying, "Take, eat, this is my Body, which is given for you. Do this in remembrance of 

me." 

Likewise, after supper, he took the cup; and when he had given thanks, he gave it to them, saying, "Drink this, 

all of you; for this is my Blood of the New Covenant, which is shed for you, and for many, for the remission of 

sins. Do this, as oft as ye shall drink it, in remembrance of me." 
 

Wherefore, O Lord and heavenly Father, we thy people do celebrate and make, with these thy holy gifts which 

we now offer unto thee, the memorial thy Son hath commanded us to make; having in remembrance his blessed 

passion and precious death, his mighty resurrection and glorious ascension; and looking for his coming again 

with power and great glory. 

And we most humbly beseech thee, O merciful Father, to hear us, and, with thy Word and Holy Spirit, to bless 

and sanctify these gifts of bread and wine, that they may be unto us the Body and Blood of thy dearly-beloved 

Son Jesus Christ. 
 

And we earnestly desire thy fatherly goodness to accept this our sacrifice of praise and thanksgiving, whereby 

we offer and present unto thee, O Lord, ourselves, our souls and bodies. Grant, we beseech thee, that all who 

partake of this Holy Communion may worthily receive the most precious Body and Blood of thy Son Jesus 

Christ, and be filled with thy grace and heavenly benediction; and also that we and all thy whole Church may be 

made one body with him, that he may dwell in us, and we in him; through the same Jesus Christ our Lord; 
 

By whom, and with whom, in the unity of the Holy Ghost all honor and glory be unto thee, O Father Almighty, 
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world without end. AMEN. 

And now, as our Savior Christ hath taught us, we are bold to say, 

People and Celebrant 

Our Father, who art in heaven, hallowed be thy Name, thy kingdom come, thy will be done, on earth as it 

is in heaven. Give us this day our daily bread. And forgive us our trespasses, as we forgive those who 

trespass against us.

The Celebrant breaks the consecrated Bread. A period of silence is kept. 
 

Celebrant  Alleluia, Christ our Passover is sacrificed for us.

The gifts of God for the People of God. Take them in remembrance that Christ died for you, and feed on him in 

your hearts by faith, with thanksgiving.

To receive the bread, please make a semi-circle around the altar behind the railing and in front. You may kneel or stand. 

Cup your hands in front of you to receive the bread. For the wine, you may choose either to get a single use compostable 

cup on your way to the altar, or drink from the common cup.. To receive a blessing instead of communion, approach the 

priest with your arms crossed over your chest. The Bread is given to the communicants with these words.
